►I am a cultural anthropologist with a main research focus on processes of sociocultural change among indigenous people. My main research projects have been in Borneo where I have worked in both rural and urban settings among the Kelabit people, a small indigenous group from the interior highlands along the Malaysian-Indonesian border of Sarawak, Malaysia. My research explores many facets of the global, regional, and local influences on changing Kelabit life, including work on religious movements, urban ethnicity and political mobilization, social networks, gossip, and media, and the effects of cross-border movement on the Kelabit rural economy. Since coming to Gettysburg, I have also begun to study Civil War reeanactors from an anthropological perspective. Many of my courses (including Introduction to Cultural Anthropology, Peoples and Cultures of Southeast Asia and the Pacific, Anthropology of Religion, and Cross Cultural Perspectives on Gender and Sex Roles) explicitly engage with theories of globalization, particularly as it relates to change among indigenous groups around the world. I also teach a course in visual anthropology and digital film production (Ethnographic Film: Theory and Practice), Field Methods in Cultural Anthropology, and the Capstone Experience in Anthropology.

►I teach first year Japanese language and a variety of literature courses in translation. Extraordinary Fiction in Japan and the World is a very popular course and the students refer to it as "Japanese sci-fi." I also teach Pre-modern or classical Japanese literature, which is less popular but actually more important in terms of understanding Japanese literature and culture. I have three senior/junior seminars taught in rotation, which students can take at the 300 or 400 level. 400 level is reserved for senior majors who are writing their thesis. 300 level is for those who have met the pre-requisites (and sometimes they are sophomores!). The class meets together for the first 6-7 weeks, then seniors work on thesis, while 300 level do more reading and meeting. 300 level students write a final paper of about 12-15 pages. Theses generally run 25-30 pages and are the capstone experience for the major. Many students read the original Japanese for thesis work. Topics: Genre, Modernity, and 2009 topic: Detective Fiction I really enjoy teaching at Gettysburg College. I am a member of the Globalization Studies Committe, and I sit on the board for the Johnson Center for Creative Teaching. Awards and Fellowships consist of travel grants to Japan for resarch, teaching grants for creating new courses, a teaching award for newly tenured faculty.

All of my work concerns globalization, modernity, and social change as experienced and perceived by local peoples. My Ph.D. focused on the transformation of domestic and community power structures among Wolof farmers in the wake of neoliberal reform. One of my two current research topics concerns children's rights, specifically an examination of the social history and local views of talibes (the institution of child-disciplies who live with a Muslim sage for many years and endure various hardships, who are now targeted by human rights NGOs). My second research topic concerns cross-border trade, and involves analysis of farmer-state relations in a milieu marked by smuggling and corruption. I have also published articles on transnational migration and microcredit.
